A 1/16” and ¥4” Starter drill bits.
AC Power drill and extension cord.
Adjustable pliers

2. Install the WR88 Wicket Reader

You have the correct WR88, WK-HV module and
Wiring harness for this machine.

c. Reinstall the other washer and nut; tighten the
nut until it is snug against the back of tlaagl.

d. “ CAUTION” the nut will need to be onlyand tight.
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3. Mount the WK-HV Interface module

a. Locate a clean suitable flat surface, in this case
on side wall above the power supply system. ,,

b. The back of the interface module has Velcro tape s
installed.

c. Remove the backing and stick it to
the flat surface, this will hold the interface
module in place. Be sure and mount the interface =
module where the three (3) LEDs are visible.

5. Interface Wiring Harness Connections

In this section we will be connecting the interfageng harness to the various
points in the Dexter washing machine

circuit board.

1. Take the White wire and connect to terminal
Board pin 3 (pin 1 is to back of machine),
which in turn goes to a Blue wire through
Panel to the door lock. The other side of
Terminal pin 3 goes to a step do
transformer.

2. Take the Black wire and connect to termi
Board pin 5, which in turn goes to a Re
Wire to the relay PCB Pin P12

3. Take the Red wire and connect to the
White/Green wire going to pin 1
jack P17 on the Relay PCB,

4. Connect the Red/Green wire and congy
it to the unused Brown wire that woul

normally go to the second coin acceptor.

5. Take the Purple wire and connect it t
the second unused Brown wire th
would normally go to the secon
coin acceptor.
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6. Take the Red/Green wire from the White
Interface box and connetd the Yellow
wire on the outside of Bramary Coin
Acceptor.

7. Take the other Red/Green wire from the White
Interface box and connect it to the Red/Green
wire of the HV module wiring harness.

6. Putting Things Back Together

Now that the wring is completed it is time to:

Connect the wiring harness to the interface WK-HyCule.

Connect the Wicket Reader to the interface WK-H\Wmile.

Connect the AC power cord back up and turn on taehine.

Verify that the machine powers up correctly.

Verify that the Wicket Reader is operating. It glibbe blinking purple and

the interface WK-HV modules power LED is lit.

If the power LED is lit, take the program card gndgram the Wicket Reader by
touching the card to the readevlidre detailed information on programming can be
found in the Wicket Administrator on the web sitew.idxinc.corm)

The Wicket Reader will blink Green then turn WHie about 2 seconds,

then turn Blue which is the operating mode.

Now that the installation is complete, put the coueback on the machine.

The machine is now ready for normal operation.
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
